The formation of a Corangamite Youth Council moved closer to reality when four
representatives of the 2008 School Summit group met with new Shire Development
Activities Officer Cindy Jenkinson on April 27. The students took the opportunity to
press for the implementation of a raft of recommendations which they originally took to
a Corangamite Shire briefing last year.

“We're well on the way to achieving our aims,” James Lenehan of Mercy Regional
College said. “We asked for a youth development officer and Cindy has already been
appointed to that role. If we can get a youth council up and going, it will make it easier
to work on our other recommendations.”

Cobden Technical School’'s Caitlin Browning said the Summit group was pursuing the
establishment of a communications network specifically for young people in the shire.

“If we can keep Corangamite youth in touch with one another via all the electronic
technology and media that's available to us, then we have more chance of keeping
everyone connected and supporting functions and events that are designed for us,” she
said.

Other recommendations included building on the current transport system, providing
more music functions and establishing a youth centre in the shire.

The 2008 Corangamite Summit process was co-ordinated by Local Community
Partnerships facilitator Kelvin White who accompanied the students to their meeting
with Ms Jenkinson.

“It's an exciting time for young people in the shire,” he said. With the appointment of
Cindy and plans for a youth council, there are new opportunities to make a real
difference by putting sustainable programs in place. The shire’s encouragement and
support throughout the process is appreciated by the Summit members.
